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1.0 Downloading and Installing the WalkingHotSpot Application 
The Symbian S60 version of the WalkingHotSpot™ (“WHS”) application is delivered to your smartphone as a 
Symbian “sisx” installation file from the Internet (www.walkinghotspot.com).  Installation begins automatically after the 
download is complete.  There will be three (3) screens issued giving the user the ability to abort the installation: 

1. Install WalkingHotSpot? (Y/N) 

2. Version detail screen: (Continue / Cancel) 

3. Warning about increased data usage: (OK / Cancel)  
 
 

2.0 Starting WalkingHotSpot 
To run the WHS application, select the      icon.  It will be located in the folder where installed 
applications are stored, typically “Installations”.  This will launch the application in the idle state as 
denoted by the red “OFF” (status) on the WHS Idle Screen (shown to the right). 
 
 

3.0 Configuring WalkingHotSpot 
The settings can only be altered at when the application is in the idle mode. The first time 
you run WHS, a “please enter settings” message will appear followed by the Main Settings 
Screen.  The ñCell network settings” (access point) is the only setting that is mandatory.  
Selecting it will bring up a screen displaying the valid network access points available for 
connectivity.  This is the high speed connection from the mobile network operator that will be 
used for internet connectivity (backhaul).  Please ensure that the proper selection is made.   
If there are any questions about which access point to use, contact your carrier.  
 
 

4.0 Connecting Clients to WalkingHotSpot 
To begin using the WHS device (phone) as an access point, select ñStartò (right soft key) from the WHS Idle 
Screen and answer the two questions that appear. The WHS application is active and ready for connections 
when Status changes to a green ñONò.   Based on the service level of your WHS application, one to five WHS 
clients can simultaneously connect to the Internet.  
 
WHS clients (laptops, MP3 players, cameras, etc,) connect to the WalkingHotSpot just like any other Wi-Fi hot 
spot.   Please consult your WHS client’s documentation for details on how to connect it to a WLAN. 

 Black circles represent the number of connections (IP addresses) available 

 Grey circles mean no connections can be made on that port 

 Green circles indicate the number of active connections (IP addresses) in use 
 
NOTE: The first time you run WHS, you may be asked to reboot the phone.  If so, cycle the phoneôs power 
(turn off then back on) and then restart the WHS again. 
 
 

5.0 Exiting the Application 
On the main WalkingHotSpot screen, when the application is active or idle, select ñOptionsò (left soft key) and then 
ñExit.ò  This will terminate the WHS application and stop any active connections.
